17. 	 Prior to installation of the project, copies of approval from applicable agencies, including the 
Chelan County PUD, must be submitted to the County. 

18. 	 Construction of the project for which this permit has been granted must be commenced within two 
(2) years of the effective date of this permit. Authorization to conduct development activities 
granted by the permit shall terminate five (5) years from the filing date of the permit. 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. 	 The applicant is Maria Barros, 390 Pace Dr., East Wenatchee, WA 98802. 

2. 	 The applicant's agent is: Larry Lehman, Grette Associates LLC, 151 S. Worthen St. Ste. 101, 
Wenatchee, WA 98801. 

3. 	 General Description: An application for a shoreline substantial development permit for a single-use 
dock. 

4. 	 The dock will serve 4720 Hurst Landing Rd, WA. The properties are described as being Lot I of 
the Hurst Landing plat (Barros) and Tax 4 in Lots 1-4 (PUD). The properties are further described as 
being located within the NE Quarter of Section 27, Township 22N, Range 21E., W.M., Douglas 
County, Washington. The Douglas County Assessor's Parcel Numbers are 22212710008 (CCPUD) 
and 64100000 I 00 (Barros). 

5. 	 The Comprehensive Plan Designation is Rural Resource 2 (RR-2). 

6. 	 The subject properties are located in the Rural Resource 2zoning district. 

7. 	 The Columbia River Shoreline section of the subject properties is designated as "rural conservancy" 
by the Douglas County Regional Shoreline Master Program. 

8. 	 WAC 173-27-150 establishes minimum review criteria for Shoreline Management Substantial 
Development Permits. This criteria states that a substantial development permit shall be granted 
only when the development proposed is consistent with the pollcies and procedures of the Act; the 
provisions of this regulation; and the applicable master program adopted or approved for the area. 

9. 	 A Fish & Wildlife Habitat Management and Mitigation Plan dated June 2017 was performed for the 
project by Grette Associates. 

10. 	 The installation of the dock will impact the aquatic and riparian environments. A Fish & Wildlife 
Habitat Management and Mitigation Plan has determined that a total of 474 square feet of aquatic 
and riparian habitat will be disturbed by the dock. 

11. 	 The application proposes 566 square feet of mitigation. A planting plan is proposed on Sheet 6 of 6 
of the diagrams in the Fish & Wildlife Habitat Management and Mitigation Plan. 

12. 	 The mitigation proposed in the Fish & Wildlife Management and Mitigation Plan meets the 
requirements of the Douglas County Regional Shoreline Master Program. 

13. 	 Douglas County issued a Determination of Non-Significance on October 11, 2017 in accordance 
with WAC 197-11-355 (Optional DNS). 

14. 	 Agency comments were received from the Chelan County PUD. 

15. 	 No comments have been received from private citizens.

16. 	 Surrounding property owners were given the opportunity to comment on the proposals, can request 
a copy of the decision, and can appeal the decision subject to the requirements outlined in DCC 
Title 14. 

17. 	 Proper legal requirements were met and surrounding property owners were given the opportunity to 
comment on the proposal at a public hearing. 

18. 	 WAC 173-27-090 requires that construction must be commenced within 2 years of the effective 
date of the shoreline permit and that authorization for construction shall terminate 5 years after the 
effective date of the shoreline permit. 

19. 	 As conditioned, the development will not adversely affect the general public, health, safety and 
general welfare. 

20. 	 An open record public hearing after legal notice was held on November 16,2017. 

21. 	 Appearing and testifying at the hearing on behalf of the applicant was Larry Lehman. Mr. Lehman 
testified that he was an agent authorized to appear and speak on behalf of the applicant and property 
owner. Mr. Lehman testified that he and his client agreed with all of the proposed conditions of 
approval with the exception of proposed condition of approval 8. Mr. Lehman stated that because 
the new dock will be connected to the land at the same location as the existing dock, but merely 
will have a new angle, that it made more economical sense for the applicant to have the old dock 
removed at the time of the construction of the new dock. Mr. Lehman suggested that proposed 
condition of approval 8 be modified to require removal of the existing dock prior to final approval 
of the new dock. 

22. 	 Hugh Theiler, Douglas County Code Enforcement officer, stated that the county had no objection to 
the removal of the old dock at the time of the construction of the new dock and suggested that the 
condition be modified to reflect that confirmation of removal of the old doc to take place as part of 
the inspection related to issuance of the final dock permit. 

23. 	 The Douglas County Department of Land Services recommended approval of the requested 
permit(s), subject to the recommended conditions of approval. 

24. 	 No member of the public appeared at the hearing. 

24. 	 At the open record public hearing, the entire planning staff file was admitted into the record. 

25. 	 Public agencies with potential jurisdiction over this project were given an opportunity to review the 
proposal. Agencies that responded with comments were admitted into the record and considered by 
the Hearing Examiner in rendering this Decision. 

26. 	 Any Conclusion of Law that is more correctly a Finding of Fact is hereby incorporated as such by 
this reference. 

CONCLUSIONS 

1. 	 The Hearing Examiner has been granted authority to render this Decision. 

2. 	 As conditioned, the development meets the goals, policies and implementation recommendations as 
set forth in the Douglas County Countywide Comprehensive Plan and the Douglas County Regional 
Shoreline Master Program. 

3. 	 As conditioned, this proposal is consistent with applicable federal and state laws and regulations. 

4. 	 As proposed, revised, and conditioned, potential impacts of the project can be mitigated. 

5. 	 Public interests will be served by approval of this proposal.
